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RATIONALE

Combined with other data sources, the ATS allows for
the best understanding to date of tobacco use,
attitudes, behaviors and exposure in Louisiana.

Data from the ATS support The Louisiana Campaign
for Tobacco-Free Living's (TFL) programmatic efforts
to target disparate populations.

METHODOLOGY

Implemented by TFL with technical assistance from
the CDC'’s Office on Smoking and Health (OSH).

Data collected from June 2007 to June 2008
Statewide random-digit dial computer assisted
telephone survey of non-institutionalized adults
Sample phone numbers provided by OSH

5,934 survey respondents with a response rate of
18.58%'

Data are representative of the general Louisiana adult
population

Final weights based on age, gender, and differences
In the probability of selection and non-response

CONTEXT
Smoke-Free Leqislation

* Act 815: Louisiana Smoke-Free Air Act
- Statewide
- Includes most workplaces with exception of
freestanding bars and casinos
- Completely repeals preemption
» Additional local ordinances re smoke-free air

Disparately-Impacted Communities

» African-Americans and other racial/ethnic minorities
* Persons Over 50 Years of Age

» Service Industry Employees (e.g., bars, musicians)
 Women

* Persons Living With RHIV

» Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender Persons

TOBACCO USE

» Overall prevalence
— Cigarettes: 17.46% (95% Cl is 18.4-21.5)
— Smokeless tobacco: 3.83% (95% Cl is 3.1 -4.6)
» Caucasians are more likely to use smokeless
tobacco compared to all other racial/ethnic groups
* Younger and Caucasian smokers are more likely to
be dual users (cigarettes and smokeless tobacco)
compared to all other age and racial/ethnic groups

CESSATION

» African-Americans are more likely to make a quit
attempt than any other racial/ethnic group

» Caucasians and older smokers (>35 years old) are
more successful at quitting

* Older smokers (>35 years old) are more likely to be
advised to quit by a healthcare professional (not
shown)

SOCIAL NORMS

» Caucasians and younger smokers are more likely to
have smoke-free homes compared to all other age
and racial/ethnic groups

SECOND-HAND SMOKE EXPOSURE

* Younger non-smokers (18-34 years old) and African-
American non-smokers are more likely to be exposed
In the workplace

CONCLUSION

» Data from the first ever Louisiana ATS show
disparities in tobacco use and exposure exist among
demographic segments of the population.

 ATS and other data sources are being used to
provide an evidence-base for targeting disparately
impacted sub-populations through programmatic
initiatives across the state.

» Data collected in future rounds will be used to assess
trends, program impact and potential program
modifications.
